
                             Information and Rules for Baptist Golf Fellowship 

The Baptist Golf Fellowship is a time for ministers, laymen and their guests to come together to create or renew 
friendships, and to fellowship around the game of golf. 

The Fellowship is actually three tournaments in one:  Medalist (individual) Play, Church Team Play (optional), 
and a 4 man Scramble.   

In general, the spirit of the tournament is to honor Jesus Christ in all that is done and said.  Golf etiquette is based 
on good sportsmanship, encouragement of fellow players and gentlemanly conduct.  Christ-like spirit and conduct 
are added to the normal spirit of play.   

RULES FOR THE TOURNAMENTS:  

GENERAL 
1. PLAY FROM FOLLOWING TEES: 

a. Age 59 and under play from BLUE tees 
b. Age 60 to 69 Senior play from WHITE tees  
c. Age 70 and above Super Senior play from RED tees 

2. LONGEST DRIVE and CLOSEST TO PIN (MONDAY ONLY) 
a.  Holes designated by club pro, announced prior to start of play. 
b. The following awards are given 

- Longest Drive (59 and under) 
- Senior Longest Drive (60 – 69) 
- Super Senior Longest Drive (70 and above) 
- Closest to the Pin  

3.  Turn score card in immediately following completion of 18 holes. 

MONDAY: MEDALIST PLAY – 12:00 NOON SHOTGUN START (be in cart by 11:45) 
1. You may improve lie in fairway, one scorecard length, no closer to hole. 
2. Double Par maximum per hole. 
3. Putts “in the leather” (normal putter) may be picked up and deemed having been made with next stroke. 
4. Confirm name on scorecard and the designation of the following: 

L – layman or M- minister and  S- senior (60-69)  or SS – super Senior (70 and above)        

MONDAY: TEAM PLAY (Team Play coincides with Medalist Play) 
1. Teams must register 4 players under a church team name prior to Noon Start.  Team members DO NOT 

have to play in the same foursome and DO NOT have to be a church member.  
2. A church may have more than one team. 
3. Team members will play as individuals under Medalist Rules. 
4. Individual scores will be tallied to determine team score.  Lowest TOTAL team score is winner. 
5. Winning Team must return “traveling trophy” for next tournament. 

MONDAY EVENING BANQUET – 6:30 @ Louisiana Baptist Building, 1250 MacArthur Drive, Alexandria 
 Trophies for Medalist and Team play will be given.  All attendees are eligible for prizes. 

TUESDAY:  4 MAN SCRAMBLE –SHOT GUN START@ 8:00 (be in cart by 7:45) 
Mulligan’s available $5each limit 2 = 1 on front 9 & 1 on back 9.    

Benefits the Shepherd’s Fund for retired/needy ministers and their families. 
1. All players hit within club length of chosen ball not closer to the hole. 
2. All putts must be “holed out” in scramble play. 
Trophies Awarded at end of Scramble Play.
